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Every vintage Bouzerau manages to create a stunning Chardonnay from one of the best vine-
yard sites in the village of Meursault. While this vineyard 1s not premier cru rated, it sure tastes
like it. Burgundy is never inexpensive, but we think this is a value for the category. The 2007
vintage was recently given praise by The Wine Spectator. We import about 75 cases per vin-
tage so it may be difficult to find. Your persistence will be generously rewarded.

91 Thierry & Pascale Matrot Meursault Les
Chevaliéres 2007 $45 A vivid graphite aroma leads
into quince, peach and mandarin orange flavors in this
exotic white. This isn’t big, but is flavorful, with a lively
structure and lingering mineral and spice finish. Best from

2011 through 2022. 375 cases imported.—B.S.

90 Bouchard Pére & Fils Meursault Les Gouttes
d’Or Domaine 2008 $74 A rich, buttery version,
displaying lemon custard, apple pie and spice flavors. This
is full and fleshy, with a firm structure. All the elements
are there, with fine length, but this needs time to knit.
Best from 2012 through 2022. 30 cases imported.—B.S.

90 Michel Bouzereau & Fils Meursault Les
Grands Charrons 2007 $40 Attractive aromas and
flavors of lime blossom, honey and peach grace this
clegant, harmonious white, which is pure and vibrant,
with a lingering aftertaste of citrus and mineral.
